Button Functions

12V Button (DC voltage setting): Single press to turn on the display. Press
and hold for 3S to enter/exit 12V output mode; display shows 12V, and the 12V
indicator stays on.

24V Button (DC voltage setting): Single press to turn on the display. Press
and hold for 3S to enter/exit 24V output mode; display shows 24V, and the
24V indicator stays on.

To disable the DC port, long press the 12/24V button, turning off the current
output and extinguishing the 12V/24V indicator light. The port will automati-
cally deactivate after 30 minutes of inactivity with no device connected.

Power Button: Single press to turn on the display and wireless charging.
When the wireless charging icon is off, press the Power button to activate the
wireless charging function. Double press to turn the light on/off, then single
press to cycle through 50% brightness, slow flash, and strobe.

40W AC adapter is included) These two ports support two-way charging,
allowing you to either charge the power bank or power your devices from
either port. Other three ports support output only.

e DC input (via solar panels): 80W, approx. 3-4 hours
USB-C input: 100W Max, approx. 3-4 hours
Included 40W AC Adapter: approx. 6 hours

e This power bank can be recharged by 100W solar panels. Please purchase
necessary connectors separately, The voltage range of the solar panel is
12-24.5V.

Charging Laptops

« Charge your laptop with the USB-C IN/OUT port (USB-C1 Port), instead of
the USB-C OUT port (USB-C2 port). We recommend using the included
Type-C to Type-C Cable to charge your laptop.

15W Wireless Charging

charging; press the Power Button to turn on the power bank and activate
wireless charging.
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2. Place the compatible devices on the charging pad for wireless charging.
Once the wireless charging starts, the charging icon @ will light up.

*NOTE: The wireless charging pad does not support AirPods (with Wireless
Charging Case), AirPods Pro, Apple Watch, or other low-power
devices.

LED Flashlight & Emergency Light
